Year 8 Maths Home learning Term 2

Sparx Maths is the platform we use for home learning. The goal is for every child, every week to do
at least 1 hour of challenging but achievable mathematical practice outside of the classroom.
This would enable children to raise their attainment and confidence in Maths. Sparx uses an
algorithm to work out the level and type of questions to set each individual so they are just the
right level to challenge but not too hard so that all questions can be completed.

SPARX Maths is set on a Wednesday and due the following Wednesday, for all students even if
they don't have Maths that day. Every child can answer all of the questions in their compulsory
homework by themselves. SPARX uses scaffolded pathways through topics which support learning
unigue to the individual. Every question has a support video to help answer questions they find
challenging. Additional homework is available to students via XP Boost which is questions at a
similar level to their compulsory home learning, target work to stretch students further and
independent learning so they can look at any topic they chose and at any level of difficulty.
